Mut

Mut was the wife of Amun and an important mother
goddess in Egypt and Kush who was associated with
fertility and creation. She could be shown wearing a
vulture crown and with the wings of a vulture (in
ancient Egypt, all vultures were thought to be female
and capable of reproducing without males), or she
could be depicted as a lioness.
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
